What is it? – a bluish gray metal. 
Why is it a problem? – Lead has been classified as a probable human carcinogen and is also toxic to wildlife. It affects the central nervous system, kidneys, reproductive system, etc.

What types of things contain Pb? 
· Batteries

· Paint

· Metal Products

· Solder

· Pipes / Traps

· Gasoline antiknock additives

· Pigments

· Ceramics

· Caulk

· Cable Covering

· Brass & Bronze

· Bearings

· Ammunition

· CRT’s (Cathode Ray Tubes; Computer Monitors, TV’s, etc.)

· Printed Circuit Boards

· Plastics

· Stained glass
	
	Safety Concern: 

· Do not breathe dust that may contain Pb.

· Do not ingest compounds that contain Pb. 

· Some Pb compounds can be absorbed through the skin. 

Wear PPE (Personal Protective Equipment) as recommended for the material being used. 

Handle & dispose of products containing Pb so none of the Pb is released to the air, water or the land.

What to Do with Pb containing Waste:
1. Check product MSDS Sheets for recommended disposal practices. 

2. Collect and segregate Pb metal waste for recycling.

3. Collect electronic materials that may contain Pb and contact the following in Solano County for disposal criteria:
