2. Regional Board Announcements—James
A. Central Contra Costa Sanitary District is the recipient of the 2015 Dr. Teng-chung Wu Pollution Prevention Award from the San Francisco Regional Water Quality Control Board.
B. The Regional Water Board is focusing its pollution prevention efforts on pesticides and wipes.  Microbeads and triclosan have not been on its radar, but staff would support any initiatives that came up. Flame retardants are considered a legacy pollutant and it would be difficult for pollution prevention programs to address.
3. Committee Business

A. O’Rorke distributed a website Audit Summary and Recommendations. The Baywise website will continue to be the publicly facing site for pollution prevention messaging, and the BACWA BAPPG webpage will be used for internal committee communication, including password-protected areas with materials from previous campaigns.
B. SFEI reported that during their broadscan sampling and analysis to detect constituents in the SF Bay that are not part of routine monitoring, they found methylated triclosan, PFOS and nonylphenol ethoxylate (NPE).  Of these, NPEs is being phased out and PFOS may be addressed through BMPs. Triclosan is the subject of public education campaigns.
